Last night 9/8 the HT Commissioners unanimously accepted the “Haverford Township Climate Change Action Plan” the culmination of a 15 month effort by the EAC, Lori Hanlon-Widdup, the HT Library staff, Commissioner Jan-Marie Rushforth, interested citizens and Rep.Greg Vitali; and most importantly facilitated by Melissa Stults and Jonathan Knauer of ICLEI under a grant program made available by Rep. Vitali.
It appears we are ready to immediately enter the implementation phase; Tim Denny “volunteered” to lead the Twp’s Green Team.

While the Plan focuses on Green House Gas Emissions, these are largely reduced by reducing energy consumption which provides and economic benefit as well.

On Wed 9/3 Al Baginski attended a meeting arranged by US Rep Joe Sestak at the Marple Twp Lib. The topics were: Energy and the Environment.  He focused on reducing dependence on  imported fuel/energy.  He cited current US Dept of Energy statistics showing increased energy consumption and imports.  He is in favor of developing wind power and limited nuclear (he served aboard the nuclear a/c carrier USS Forrestal and pointed out the excellent safety record for a reactor that is basically operated by well-trained 19 year-olds.  Sounds like he will encourage programs for development of sustainable energy sources which will benefit the local economy.  He cited the case of a local entrepreneur in wind-power who for lack of gov’t incentives/support ended selling his business and technology to a foreign company.
This meeting (9/8) will take the place of the normal September meeting which would otherwise be held on Tues 9/16.  Next meeting will be at 7:30PM, October 21st.
